
Instructions for Advent Encouragement
1.	  Print each page of the Good Works Chain in alternating colors of red and 

green.  (as much as possible, you want the sum of papers to have equal 
amounts of red and green)

2.	Give each child one set of Advent Good Works papers
3.	  Each morning of Advent pick out one suggestion and complete it that 

day.
4.	When it is completed, cut it out, staple it together in a loop in order to con-

nect it to the last loop on the chain.  Try to alternate red and green.  
5.	 Have the whole class bring in their chains they created during the week so 

they can be connected into a massive good works chain.  Hang it up on 
the wall.  How long can your good works chain get?

Name one nice thing about every person you meet today

Make someone else’s bed

Invite someone to dinner.  Ask mom.

Have a special drink and talk with your mom or dad

Bake a neighbor bread, cake, muffins, cookies or cup cakes

Say at least one really nice thing to a volunteer you know 
well

Bake your Sunday School Teachers cookies today (peanut 
butter or chocolate chip) :)

Call a member of your family you haven’t talked to in over 
six months and tell them you love them. (with help)

Read a book to a little child (sister/bother)

 Tell one person the verse you remembered.

Give a specific compliment to someone at home or school.

Thank a public serves person for the job they do.

Give a homeless person food or food gift certificate

Go visit someone in a nursing home, even if you don’t know 
anyone.

Write a letter to your mom thanking her for something

Write a letter to your dad appreciating him for some nice 
quality

Call your grandma and grandpa If you don’t have one or 
the other, call someone else’s

Give your best friend an encouraging card

Ask five people today if there is something they would like you 
to pray for. If they don’t, pray for them today quietly.

Secretly clean your bedroom without being told



Tell each person in your family one thing that you think they 
do well 

Hug at least three people today and everyone at home.

Give a smile or a “high five” to everyone you meet

Remember one verse. Example: Philippians 2:14-15 Do every-
thing without complaining or arguing, 15 so that you may become blameless 
and pure, children of God without fault in a crooked and depraved genera-

tion, in which you shine like stars in the universe. (Be a shining star.)

 Remember Hebrews 13:16  Don’t forget to do good. Don’t forget to 
share with others. God is pleased with those kinds of offerings

Clean up a bowl/plate without being asked, with them 
knowing

Share when you don’t want to share

Pick up someone else’s toys 

Hang up someone else’s coat or clothes with them knowing

Put your dirty laundry in the hamper without being asked and 
Put someone else’s laundry in the hamper
